	Quick Start for NEC VT440 LCD Projector

1. Connect the other end of the cable from RGB input to your laptop.

2. (Optional) Connect the other end of the cable from Audio Input to your laptop.

3. (Optional) Connect to the network with provided network cable.

4. Plug the power cord of the cart to a wall outlet.

5. Turn on your laptop.

6. Press the ON/STANDBY button to turn on the projector power.

7. Adjust the position and focus as required.




Note: Press and hold ON/STANDBY button for a minimum of two seconds to   turn off the power. Warning: Even after the power has been turned off, the fans will continue to run for about 3 minutes. Make sure the fans have stopped before unplugging the power cord.
Troubleshooting:  Problem: After turning on the computer and the projector, you don’t see the computer log-on screen but blue NEC in the center.

Solution: On your laptop keyboard, hold Fn key and press F8 one to three times until you see both screens. While pressing Fn+F8 keys, it toggles among three modes: 1) laptop screen only; 2) both laptop and LCD screens; and 3) LCD projector screen only.
